Resolution: Instead of proposed two lab courses following three lab courses are to be
incorporate d in proposed curriculum—

1. Digital Logic Design Lab(0-0-2)

Accordingly the list of experiments of above subjects at serial no ii is to be revised and at
sr. 1ii 1s to be developed afresh.
(b) Nilesh Ranpura has suggested to motivate the students to accustom with the simulation in
practical courses.
Resolution: The additional lab course entitled Simulation and Design Tools Lab is included in
curriculum.
(c) Mehul S Raval has suggested to make the content of lab and theory part cohesive.
Resolution: the internal BOS members had discussed the detailed curriculum of all courses and
the issue was resolved.
(d) Mehul S Raval has raise issue of using Machine Learning Application term instead of only
Machine Learning in the title of the course of Machine Learning and Applications.
Resolution: To make it distinguishable from the ICT course.
(e) Both Debajyoti Dhar and Mehul S Raval have suggested incorporating more components of
probability and statistics in the Math 3 subject.

(d) Mehul S Raval has suggested to look the possibility to include only M. Tech in Al by
broadening its horizon for the topics like liberal science, cognitive science, etc.

(e) Mr. Mahesh Sutaria has bring his concern about the acceptancy of M. Tech title by Govt.
agencies for their recruitments.
